Immunization Requirements Have Changed

In January of 2010, the Ohio Department of Health changed the immunization requirement for Kindergarten
and seventh grade students starting in the 2010-11 school year. The following is a brief summary of the
changes that may affect your child:

Kindergarten students:

I Polio Vaccine - The final dose must have been administered on or after the fourth birthday, regardless
of the number of previous doses.
I Varicella (Chickenpox) - Two doses of varicella vaccine, the first dose of the vaccine administered on or
after the child’s first birthday and the second dose at least twenty-eight days following the first dose.
Seventh grade students:

I Tdap /or Td Booster vaccination - Required before entering seventh grade in 2010-11.

I Any student that completed the original DTP/DTap/DT series and later received a Td or Tdap for an
injury or other reason within five years of entering the seventh grade will meet this requirement and will
not need to be re-immunized.

I Tdap can be given as soon as two years after Td.

I Parents - CDC encourages to please make sure that if your student needs the booster that they receive
Tdap and not just Td.

As with all school immunization requirements, students who do not provide documentation of this immunization
are subject to exclusion from school. To avoid exclusion and to get further information please consult your
family physician or:
