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Classroom Assignments for 2010 -2011 
Throughout the next few months, we will begin the process of planning for next year. This includes assessing 
our master schedule, the effectiveness of our curricular programs, establishing our staffing needs, and of 
course, selecting a new teacher for your child.    

Initially, your child’s current teacher will review his/her class list. During this stage, your child’s teacher will 
indicate the academic and behavioral needs of individual students and indicate which students do not interact 
well with each other. Next, the teachers, Ms. Collins, and I will meet to begin creating class lists for 2010-2011.   

As in the past, parent requests for specific teachers will not be honored.  Please do not put unnecessary 
pressure upon your child’s teacher to place your child in a specific classroom. However, if you have information 
about your child that would assist us in making the appropriate teacher/student assignment, please send that 
information in a letter  to me so that the team can take it into consideration. Parent letters with specific 
information that may help place a child in the most appropriate academic setting need to be submitted to me no 
later than Thursday, April 1, 2010 .  Parent letters will not be accepted after t his date.   

Class balance is extremely important for the success of all our students. Rosters are composed with 
consideration to each individual’s learning style, peer relationships, gender ratio, disciplinary concerns, and the 
academic needs of all our students. We appreciate you placing trust in the professionals who work with your 
children on a daily basis.   

Immunization Requirements Have Changed  
In January of 2010, the Ohio Department of Health changed the immunization requirement for Kindergarten 
and seventh grade students starting in the 2010-11 school year.  The following is a brief summary of the 
changes that may affect your child: 

Kindergarten students: 

!  Polio Vaccine - The final dose must have been administered on or after the fourth birthday, regardless 
of the number of previous doses. 

!  Varicella (Chickenpox) - Two doses of varicella vaccine, the first dose of the vaccine administered on or 
after the child’s first birthday and the second dose at least twenty-eight days following the first dose. 

 

Seventh grade students: 

!  Tdap /or Td Booster vaccination - Required before entering seventh grade in 2010-11. 
!  Any student that completed the original DTP/DTap/DT series and later received a Td or Tdap for an 

injury or other reason within five years of entering the seventh grade will meet this requirement and will 
not need to be re-immunized. 

!  Tdap can be given as soon as two years after Td. 
!  Parents - CDC encourages to please make sure that if your student needs the booster that they receive 

Tdap and not just Td. 
 

As with all school immunization requirements, students who do not provide documentation of this immunization 
are subject to exclusion from school.  To avoid exclusion and to get further information please consult your 
family physician or:
