It's an exciting time of year getting back into the routine of school! | have a few reminders for parents to
maximize your child’s chances of success this year:

--Try to ensure that your child gets a good night’s sleep each night.

- Helps students recognize and make the best use of their capabilities
- Promotes positive attitudes among students
- Gives students an opportunity to talk about their education and social concerns
- Aids teachers and parents in helping children
- Helps students better adjust to their school and home environments
- Helps students consider alternatives in their own decision-making process
- Coordinates efforts with other school specialists
- Coordinates referrals to community resources and agencies
- Facilitates parent discussion groups
- Maintains student confidences
- Consults with teachers, parents, and other professionals
