Your Help Is Needed!!

We have had many phone calls over the first weeks of school regarding transportation plans or simply
messages to students. | want to highlight a few expectations as dictated by our Perrysburg Elementary
Schools Parent/Student Handbook.

I All changes in transportation, childcare, etc. should be made in writing the morning of the day of the
change. Messages will not be delivered to a teacher regarding a student’s dismissal after
3:00pm unless it is an emergency. (Part IV, Section A. Arrival To & Dismissal From School, page 4)

I Only emergency messages will be delivered to students in an effort to protect teaching and learning
time. Lunch money, required homework assignments, transportation plans, etc. should be finalized
before leaving home in the morning. Messages to teachers will be delivered to the teacher’s mailbox
or voicemail throughout the day. (Part VI, Section G. Messages, page 8)

Your help is greatly needed in helping reduce instructional disruption as well as after school confusion that
has resulted from changing dismissal requests. Thank you in advance for your cooperation.
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Arrival & Dismissal Procedures

For the safe arrival and dismissal of our students, we ask that you adhere to the following procedures:

Morning Arrival:

- Student drop-off should occur in the parking lot off of Mulberry Street. The circle drive in front of our school is
designated for buses only.

- When dropping students off before school, only pull up to the curb when you are ready to drop off. If last
minute instructions or eating of breakfast is to occur, have the courtesy of pulling into a parking place.

- Students should exit vehicles only from the lane closest to the curb (the right lane). Drivers of vehicles in this
lane should never exit their vehicles. This lane is reserved for students to exit the vehicle and directly enter the
building.

- The left lane is a designated passing lane. Students should NEVER exit a vehicle from this lane!

- If parents would like to leave their vehicle and/or walk their child to the door, they are asked to park their car
and walk the child to the door. Crosswalks should ALWAYS be utilized.

- No student should be permitted to walk alone from the parking lot.

- Individuals asked to drop-off children should be apprised of these procedures by our parents prior to dropping
off our students.

- Remember we are an elementary school. Your patience in arriving at school is encouraged.

Afternoon Dismissal

- Student pick-up should occur in the parking lot off of Mulberry Street. The circle drive in front of our school is
designated for buses only.

- When picking students up after school, only pull up to the curb when you are ready to pick up.

- Students should enter vehicles only from the lane closest to the curb (the right lane). Drivers of vehicles in
this lane should never exit their vehicles. This lane is reserved for students to enter vehicles.

- The left lane is a designated passing lane. Students should NEVER enter a vehicle from this lane!

- If parents would like to leave their vehicle and/or walk their child to their vehicle, they are asked to park their
car, get their child and then walk their child to their vehicle. Crosswalks should ALWAYS be utilized.

- No student should be permitted to walk alone to the parking lot.

- Individuals asked to pick-up children should be apprised of these procedures by our parents prior to picking
up our students.

- Remember we are an elementary school. Your patience in leaving school is encouraged.
