Perrysburg Schools to Celebrate International Walk to School Day

Perrysburg Schools elementary buildings will be joining schools from around the world to celebrate
International Walk to School Day on Wednesday, October 14.

Students at all four elementary schools, who are not bussed, will be walking to school along with parents,
teachers and community leaders from 8:30 to 9 a.m. All Perrysburg elementary school students will receive a
neon orange bracelet that reads, “I Walk.” During the day, each school will hold a drawing for prizes such as
bike lights, book bag lights and t-shirts.

District Nurse Alice Bruning says the event is to encourage walking and emphasize safety.

In the U.S., International Walk to School Day is expected to include 5,000 schools from all 50 states. Walkers
from the U.S. will join children and adults in 40 countries around the world.

Walk to School events work to create safer routes for walking and bicycling and emphasize the importance of
issues such as increasing physical activity among children, pedestrian safety, traffic congestion, concern for
the environment and building connections between families, schools and the broader community.

The Perrysburg event is being organized by the Perrysburg Schools’ Student Wellness Council and the
elementary school principals with help from the elementary parent organizations. A grant from the Ohio
Department of Transportation will cover the cost of the event.
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Halloween Approaches . . .

As a reminder with Halloween just three weeks away, students will begin to talk
about their costumes and what they will be choosing to wear. At Frank
Elementary, we will have a Halloween Parade. Information about the parade and
Halloween parties will be given to you in written correspondence on October 17"
and again be placed in our October 24™ newsletter.

Please keep the following rules in mind when choosing a costume for your child:

1.) No weapons. For example, guns, knives, light sabers, or sharp
objects of any kind (including plastic).

2.) No make-up that represents blood or gory, gruesome or frightening
characters.

3.) Remember that our students will be participating in a Halloween
Parade. It is important that nothing drags or has too many strings that
may be caught and become dangerous to them or someone beside
them.

4.) Masks are permitted as long as they don't restrict the child’s vision.
