CLASSROOM GUIDELINES*


1.  You may want to have the parents introduce themselves


2.  When possible have copy of books used in class available


3.  Use the overhead, chalkboard, or handout to cover:



a.  Curriculum - what you will cover in class



b.  Your class rules and regulations "in a positive manner"


c.  Grading policy and procedures unique to your class (do not go over the school scale every period)


d.  Homework - How much, how often, how it is evaluated, and how it affects the class grade



e.  When you are available for phone calls or a parent conference



f.  Your expectations - from the parent/student



g.  What the parents can expect the student to get from you



h.  Ask for questions
